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UNICEF’s efforts in terms of infant and young child feeding are operationalized under two primary documents: the Medium Term Strategic Plan of UNICEF, in response to the World Fit for Children goals, and the Global Infant and Yong child Strategy confirmed at the WHA 2002 and being considered by the UNICEF Executive Board.  Both documents call for increased attention to the mother.  However, the question remains on how to expand BFHI without losing the attention to the primary issue: optimal breastfeeding.

The presentation will include the goals and indicators related to this issue selected from various UN documents and discuss possible approaches within the purview of UNICEF.
