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1 have been successfully managing various programmes and working with people of varied
ethnic, cultural and educational backgrounds for over 36 years in Africa. I am responsible,
outgoing, and confident with excellent communication, networking and interpersonal skills. I
have a participative style of leadership and ability to discuss ideas. I believe in setting goals and
working hard to achieve them. I enjoy working in a team situation. I keep abreast of what is
happening in global arena, with special interest in infant and young child feeding, human rights
and development, democracy and cooperation among developing countries.

In 2004 I had an opportunity to attend a one week IBFAN training workshop on International Code
implementation.  Right after the workshop I initiated the drafting proposals for the Botswana
regulations on the International Code through consultations with internal and external layers
including Code legal experts from IBFAN Penang and UNICEF New York. I managed to
coordinate preparation of the Botswana Marketing of Foods for Infants and Young Children
regulations through networking that were promulgated and published in 2005. These Botswana
regulations have been a benchmark in the African region to-date. I have coordinated mobilization
of resources to successfully implement these regulations in many ways including training  of
health wotkers and monitors nationwide, preparation and dissemination of —educational materials,
monitoring violations, shaming violating transnational companies on regular basis The many
backlashes from these multinationals has in a way made me an icon in Code monitoring.

It is through my initiative that implementation of the International Code and these regulations have

now been part and parcel of interventions in infant and young child feeding programmes in
Botswana including Breastfeeding Week, Baby Friendly Hospital Initiative and PMTCT.

I am the national Codex Contact for Botswana and chairman of IBFAN Africa/Codex working
group. [ am also a member and the secretary of the of the African Union supported expert group
for African on Codex Committee on Nutrition and Foods for Special Dietary Uses where my
contribution has been widely acknowledged.

Due to limited resources to have physical meetings and the need to regularly share information, I
formed an IBFAN Africa CODEX electronic working group that also has links with other key
people outside the African region. Itis in this electronic working group that Africa has recently been
very active in advocating for child health and public interests in the Codex committee on Nutrition
and Foods for Special Dietary Uses particularly with regard to standards for baby foods. The
industry is well represented in the committee through national delegations or industry NGOs. The
industry is advocating for industrially formulated baby foods as the best way to address malnutrition
in developing countries.

As an Endorser of WABA and committed breastfeeding advocate 1 would like to be considered to
be a member of 2013 WABA Steering Committee to continue with this noble cause of promoting
breastfeeding and child health at international level. I believe that my aforementioned experience
makes me an ideal African representative to WABA SC.
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
